-    SHDHD had offered to donate 250 of the N-95 Masks.  Do we need to order additional masks, so that there are 2 or more per kit?


-    need to determine other items to be included in the kit, especially those items that will need to be ordered.  Compresses?  Hand sanitizer? What else?

-    need to make contact with retailers to see who wants to participate, as follows:  Allen’s, Christensen; Big G, Childers; Walmart, Eddy; Menard’s, Groves; and someone to make contact with either Tractor Supply or Orscheln’s
