2008 LEPC Conference

New Business;
Mini grant for Fair and project:

Public Health:

Michele Bever handed out a form that will be going out to all Adams County residents for self registry. This will allow emergency personnel and Public Health to know the needs of the community. This database will be confidential and is a requirement of Homeland Security. Citizen Corps has funding in planning for special populations. The ice storm was a good example of needing to know where special needs people are located. Mid Rivers dispatch sends out yearly questionnaires of special circumstances that people return back to them. Michele also passed around samples that will be put on magnets for every household. Jim Morgan handed out information on the Medical cache for the Public Health 4 county area. Michele stated that she is working on a workshop (COOP) for employers for emergency planning. Public Health has funding available for this. Infection control, sick leave, benefits, paychecks, union negotiations, and keeping people home that are ill will be included in the planning. Ron mentioned the specialty positions and cross training will be needed. Michele will move forward in the plans.
